Throughout the program, learners are offered opportunities to explore the application of operations management in different service and manufacturing 
industries, and they select one type of organization and/or industry as a focus for their Capstone project. Graduates have practical, marketable operations 
management knowledge and skills grounded in industry-accepted theories and practices to help them enter and/or progress in a competitive job market, 
while building a solid theoretical foundation for potential graduate studies.
